                        Draw the given School Bus Using Shapes and Colors in MS Paint
                        Instructions:
1. Use File Operations: New File, Save, Save As, Open (if needed), Print, and Exit.

2. Use Advanced Drawing Techniques: Selection tools, brushes, shapes, text, colors, resize/skew, crop, and zoom.

3. Draw a complete bus with wheels, windows, doors and text.
4. Save and print your final drawing.

5. Submit the saved file as part of your assignment.

     


Steps to create a School Bus:
                     STEP 1: Start a New File
· Open MS Paint.

· Click File > New or press Ctrl + N..

                          STEP 2: Save Your Work
· Press Ctrl + S to save your file as bus_drawing.

· Choose PNG or JPEG format.

STEP 3: Draw the Bus Using Shapes
1. Draw the Bus Body:

· Select Rectangle Tool.

· Draw a long rectangle for the main body.

· Fill it with yellow using Fill Tool.

2. Draw the Roof:

· Use Free-form Selection to create a curved top if desired.

· Or use another rectangle for a simple top.

3. Draw the Wheels:

· Use the Ellipse Tool to draw two circles under the bus.

· Fill with black and gray.

4. Add Windows and Door:

· Draw small rectangles for windows.

· One vertical rectangle for the door.

· Use Line Tool for window dividers.

STEP 4: Use Brushes for Detailing
· Select a brush tool.

· Add shadows or outlines around windows, wheels, and doors.

STEP 5: Use Color Editing Tools
· Use Eyedropper Tool to match existing colors.

· Click Edit Colors to create custom yellow or blue.

STEP 6: Add Text
· Click Text Tool (A).

· Type “SCHOOL BUS” on the bus.

· Choose Transparent background before typing.


STEP 7: Resize and Skew
· Go to Resize button.

· Resize image if too large or small.

STEP 8: Crop the Image
· Use Rectangular Selection to highlight the bus.

· Click Crop to remove extra space.

STEP 9: Zoom In for Detail Work
· Use the Zoom Tool to:

· Fix rough edges.

· Add lights or number plates.

· Clean pixel-level mistakes.

 STEP 10: Print and Save Final Image
· Press Ctrl + P to print.

· Press F12 or use Save As to save a final copy as bus_final.png.
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
