o You can move to any part of the country
and live where you want.

o You ean choose any religion to follow and
practice it freely.

o It also means you can choose your job, form

groups, and live your life with fewer
restrictions, as long as you follow the law.
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RIGHT AGAINST EXPLOITATION CONTENT

o This right protects people from being used
or forced to work in unfair conditions.

o No forced labor: No one can make you work
without your permission or for unfair
wages.

© No child labor: Children under a certain
age cannot be forced to work.

© No human trafficking: This right stops
people from being sold or used like
property.

o Every child has the right to go to school and
get an education.

o The government must provide free
education to children up to a certain age.

o Education helps children learn and grow to
become successful adults.
