Instruction:- 
· Show browser + device info when the page loads:

· Full URL (window.location.href)

· Domain (location.hostname) + Path (location.pathname)

· Screen resolution (window.screen.width & screen.height)

· Viewport size (window.innerWidth & innerHeight)

· Include four buttons, each wired to a window method:

· Reload → calls location.reload()

· Open → opens https://example.com in a new tab using window.open(...)

· Back / Forward → calls history.back() or history.forward()

· Scroll → scrolls the page down by 300px using scrollBy({ top: ..., behavior: 'smooth' })

· Show timed dialogs:

· After 1 second, use window.setTimeout(...) to show an alert.

· Then prompt() the user’s name.

· Then confirm(...) to verify the name.

· Show another alert() depending on the confirm result (“Welcome, [name]!” or “Okay, no problem.”)

· Explain BOM vs. DOM in comments in the code:

· window refers to BOM: controlling browser behavior and info.

· document is part of the DOM: representing the HTML structure visible to the user.
You’ll use one DOM call in your code to insert the info into a <div>.
