Ques 2: Accessing Specific List Elements Objective: Learn how to access elements using positive and negative indexing.

Instructions:

· Create a list named bikes containing five bike names (for example: "Trek", "Giant", "Specialized", "Cannondale", "Scott").

· Print the second and fourth elements using positive indexing.

· Print the last element using negative indexing (i.e., index ‑1).
